Selected Milestones

London Array is the world's largest offshore wind farm to be submitted for planning.
RPS coordinated the submissions of the Environmental Statement for the offshore and
onshore works of this groundbreaking |,000MW project which will set the future
standards for the industry. The consortium comprises the following 3 partners: Shell
WindEnergy Ltd, EON UK Renewables and CORE Ltd.

Burbo Bank received consent in 2003 and is being developed by Elsam Engineering and
Seascape Energy. Following the detailed analysis of geophysical and geotechnical data
acquired during offshore surveys, RPS have pioneered the development of a seabed risk
assessment process. The methodology developed by RPS has been an invaluable tool to
the optimization of foundation design for this project and has also been applied to the
Gunfleet Sands project.

Wether Hill wind farm is being developed by Scottish Power plc. As well as completing
the EIA, ornithology, public exhibitions and planning work, RPS developed a Best
Practicable Environmental Option (BPEO) technique to identify and appraise a suitable
cross-country grid connection route. This resulted in the withdrawal of an objection on
the grounds of grid connection, and the methodology is now widely applied to wind
farm applications. The site subsequently received consent in 2004.

Afton is a 20 turbine E.ON wind farm located within a reservoir catchment in East
Ayrshire. RPS completed a full ornithology survey, scoping consultations, EIA, public
exhibitions and planning application; along with a surface water pollution prevention
exercise, to ensure that any risks to reservoir water supplies are minimized or
eliminated. This exercise will almost certainly be required for all future wind farm
proposals within reservoir catchments.
